| The number of active subscribers increased from about 18 million at the end of
2002 to over 36 million by the end of 2003. Mobile TeleSystems remains the market
leader with 13.37 million subscribers by the end of December 2003.

The Russian operators are rapidly expanding their networks in the fight for market
share. MTS currently has networks in operation in 55 of the 89 licence regions in
Russia. In 2004 the operator has so far launched new networks in Irkutsk and
Samara. VimpelCom, the second-placed operator has networks operational in 55
regions. In December 2003 alone VimpelCom launched six new networks in Russia.
